As previously advised in our letter to you on date the above consignment addressed to you was inspected at East Midlands Airport by officers of Leicestershire County Council Trading Standards Service.
The goods were examined and it has been concluded that they pose a safety risk to consumers, as outlined in our previous letters to you.

We also believe that the goods are counterfeit. This means that the goods bear signs or labels identical to, or likely to be mistaken for registered trade marks, without the permission of the owner of the registered trade marks.

A registered trade mark is a form of intellectual property which belongs to the person, company or organisation who has formally registered the trade mark. Imitations or copies of the registered trade mark cannot be applied to goods without the owner’s permission. Furthermore, such goods cannot be sold without the permission of the trade mark owner. To do so is an offence contrary to section 92 of the Trade Marks Act 1994. 

Offences committed contrary to section 92 are punishable by up to 10 years imprisonment. 

In our previous letters to you we requested the voluntary surrender of the goods for the purpose of safe destruction. We have not received a reply from you.

YOU ARE REQUESTED TO RESPOND WITHIN 14 DAYS IN ORDER TO CONFIRM THAT YOU AGREE TO THE VOLUNTARY SURRENDER OF THESE GOODS TO THIS SERVICE. IF YOU DO NOT RESPOND TO THIS LETTER WE WILL CONCLUDE THAT YOU HAVE ABANDONED THE ABOVE STATED GOODS AT THE BORDER. THE GOODS WILL BE DESTROYED 1 MONTH FROM THE DATE OF THIS LETTER. 
NO FURTHER REMINDERS WILL BE SENT TO YOU.
